SCHOOL FEES’ PAYMENT POLICY: The school authority uses this 

platform to reiterate it again, that any parent who pays tuition fee for his/her 

ward and later decided to change school for the same child should understand 

that the school shall not refund the money after a week of resumption. In 

addition, those who pay school fees upward and there is an upward review of 

the school fees, such parents shall pay the balance.    

Parents are mandated to pay up all their children's school fees: (tuition fee, 

utility fees, previous debts and all other dues) during holidays to enable them 

enjoy the termly discount. Discount for Day Students is = N5000 and discount 

for Boarding Students is = N15,000.  
 

Parents are required to pay at least 60% of the total school fees to enable their 

children gain access to the school on resumption day and pay the 40% balance 

a month later and this does not attract any discount.

Any student who fails to pay his/her school fees shall not be allowed to enter 

the school on resumption day. The discount date begins from 30th of March, 

2024 to Thursday 18th of April, 2024. 
 

HOSTEL DEPOSIT FEE: The school authority has mandated all students in 

the hostel to deposit twenty thousand naira only (#20,000) with the school for 

medical/miscellaneous expenses. 

EXAMINATION FEE: The school wishes to inform you that due to the 

exorbitant cost of materials, all students in all branches shall be paying a token 

as examination fee to cover the cost of data and other utilities for the smooth 

conduct of the examination. Henceforth,  

• Nursery/primary 1-3 will pay a thousand naira (1000),  

• Primary 4-5 are to pay one thousand five hundred naira (1500),  

• Secondary students are to pay two thousand naira (2000).

REMINDER OF SOME OF THE SCHOOL POLICIES: The school has 

deemed it necessary to maintain discipline at all levels in the school. Therefore, any 

student who falls into any of the offences below shall face the following penalties: 

1. Boy and girlfriends’ relationship in the school attracts complete rustication; 

2. Destruction of school properties attracts stay at home until he/she replaces it;

• Teachers’ Resumption: All academic and non-academic staff is to resume on 

Monday 15th of April, 2024. 

• All students must come with: 1- A copy of the child second term result and 

bulletin, 2- Evidence of payment, 3- The school valid Identity Card, 4- Kettle for 

ablution, 5- Complete uniform. 
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• SCHOOL RESUMPTION POLICY: The school shall no longer accept any 

student who resumes school after two weeks of general resumption without any 

prior notification. Such student will automatically forfeit his/her admission. 

HIRA VISITING DAY/PHONE CALL: The school frowns vehemently on the 

act of unscheduled visits by parents to the school in order to see their ward(s) 

in the hostel.
